COURSE DESCRIPTION

This subject offers students the opportunity to be involved in a Canowindra based media program. Students develop 
and refine Media production skills through participation in planning, script writing, storyboarding, set and character 
construction, filming, photography and editing. Students investigate the technical aspects of film theory and photography 
predominantly using the technology found in their own smart phones and notebook computers. Students are required to 
work in teams or independently to create their finished product.

ASSESSMENT

Assessment for this subject comes in the form of authentic feedback provided by showcasing of student achievement 
throughout the semester in class and at Canowindra events. There is also ongoing self and peer assessment. Students are 
required to complete and submit two major assessments, their preproduction planning and a completed product.
