Car Park and Drop-Off/Pick-Up Zone Procedures

It is timely at the beginning of the term to remind families of the procedures for dropping off and picking up students
at the beginning and end of the school day. (See Car Park Map below).

For families that prefer to park their vehicles and accompany their children to their classrooms in the morning or
wait for them at the end of the day, there are several car parking spaces in the main Campus car park or
alternatively, across the road in the council car park at the soccer club.

Families that prefer to drop off their children in the morning and pick them up at the end of the day without having to
park their vehicles can use the drop-off/pick-up zone. This area is designed for vehicles to pull in for a short period
of time (3 minutes max.) and either drop off or pick up children, and then pull out again into the main traffic flow
through the car park. The drop-off/pick-up zone is not meant to be an area for vehicles to park and wait for children
to arrive. As we all know, children can sometimes take a while to get from their classroom to the drop-off/pick-up
zone at the end of the day, so parking and waiting will only cause congestion within the car park which will spill out
into Robertsons Road. If your child is not at the drop-off/pick-up zone when you arrive, simply do another circuit of
the car park. This will keep traffic flowing.

Please respect the four disabled parking spaces and leave them for the members of our College community that
have permits to park in those spots. Also, please do not use the staff car parking area to drop off and pick up
students. In all of this, the safety of the students is of utmost importance.

Cross Curricular Learning

We continue to review and refine our Cross Curricular Learning (CCL) programs through an Inquiry approach in
both Junior Schools. The Junior School teachers spent some of their time during the staff day on Monday working
through a two-hour workshop refining and deepening their understanding of how to plan and deliver the CCL units
of inquiry to their students. Throughout the day the teachers worked through the ‘unpacking’ of central ideas and
further enhanced their knowledge of concepts and the use of these when teaching through an inquiry approach.
You will see the key concepts that our Junior Schools have adopted printed around classrooms and hear these
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talked about more and more in our community.

The key concepts used to ‘drive’ the Junior School inquiry units are;
— Form — What is it like?

— Function — How does it work?

— Causation — Why is it like it is?

— Change — How is it changing?

— Connection — How is it connected to other things?

— Perspective — What are the points of view?

— Responsibility — What is our responsibility?

— Reflection — How do we know?

Two, sometimes three, of these concepts are selected to form the basis of the learning. All questions and activities
are developed through these concepts. Teachers have had further training in order to use these same concepts
through other key learning areas. Rather than using purely a ‘fact-based’ approach to teaching and learning, our
students will now also experience learning through conceptual lenses. Concept-based curriculum raises the bar for
curriculum design, instruction and assessment because it forces students to use other forms of analysis to evaluate
the issues they are learning about. The big ideas, guiding questions and related performances cause students to
examine and understand the particular perspectives, emotions, causes and effects of events and issues in different
times and places. We look forward to sharing more of this with you at the upcoming parent evening being held later
this term (28th August).

CASEA (Child and Adolescent Mental Health Service (CAHMS) And Schools
Early Action)

We are very excited to be in partnership with the Royal Children’s Hospital this Semester as we embark on the
CASEA program. Challenging or disruptive behaviour is common in child development, however, when this
behaviour occurs regularly

it can impact on a child’s progress at school and their social-emotional development. Research has found that if
these behaviours are not corrected in early development these individuals are more likely to have ongoing
problems in their personal and work lives. These may include problems with alcohol, drugs and the law.

Working with parents and schools the CASEA program aims to help these children improve their behaviours early
in life and make the most of their opportunities in the future. CASEA has been developed by The Royal Children’s
Hospital, with funding from the Mental Health Branch of the Victorian Government and support of Victorian schools
and community organisations. This program is being run through public, catholic, and private schools in the
Western and North Western suburbs of Melbourne. It is offered over two terms of the school calendar for all
children in Years Prep to Year 3.
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On Tuesday of this week parents of students in Prep to Year 3 would have received information and a survey from
the Royal Children’s Hospital CASEA program. It is essential that all surveys be returned to school by Friday of
this week. Your cooperation with this will be greatly appreciated so that we are able to assist the Royal Children’s
Hospital clinicians to prepare for the program. Regular information will be shared with you via Whispers.

Uniform

School uniform is an integral part of developing a sense of identity for our students. It develops unity and, when
worn well, demonstrates a sense of pride and attachment to the Overnewton community. It provides equity and
allows students to be judged by their underlying qualities and personal character, rather than superficial aspects of
their appearance.

College uniform and general appearance form part of the learning environment in which teachers and students are
working collaboratively to develop the best learning outcomes, where the classroom is a place of learning, rather
than a social venue.

Hence, we ask for your support by ensuring your children present themselves correctly for school so that we can
commence the year with a focus on teaching and learning.

In particular:

® Blazers should be worn into the Middle School precinct after arriving at school by either car, bus or on foot. The
same applies when leaving school at any time of day.

* Girls’ skirts need to extend to the knee. If skirts are too short, students will be required to go home to have the
skirt lengthened.

* Hair needs to be neat, should not fall over the eyes, natural in colour and not extreme in style or cut. If hair does
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not meet these expectations, students will be required to go home and arrange for a suitable haircut.

* Only one small plain ear stud or sleeper may be worn on the lobe at the bottom of each ear. No other jewellery,
piercings or adornments may be worn, other than a watch or a small cross on a chain. Incorrect jewellery will be
confiscated. New piercings undertaken during the term break are not relevant to school and will not be accepted
as a reason to have sleepers or other devices that do not conform with College requirements.

* Make up and nail polish are not to be worn.

* Only College bags and computer bags may be brought onto the Campus, except for bags or cases required for
specialist sporting equipment (such as tennis racquets), camps or musical instruments. Incorrect bags will be
confiscated and a plastic bag provided for their contents.
