The Boy From Oz tells the story of one of Australia’s greatest songwriters and
performers, Peter Allen. Peter’s rise to fame, his relationships with Judy Garland, Liza Minnelli, Greg Connell,
Marion Woolnough, glimpses back to key moments of the 60’s, 70’s and 80’s, as well as a selection of his very well
known music provided the backdrop to what was the first Australian musical to be performed on Broadway. It was
the first time a school anywhere in the world had been granted the rights to perform the musical too.

From Oz". | sat with my 80-year-old mother who declared it was the best production she had ever seen!

| have been to many of your school productions and performances over the years, in which my nephews and niece
have participated. This was by far my favourite.

The calibre of the performances, the exceptional talent of the young performers and the overall professionalism of
the production were unsurpassed. | cried, | laughed and was deeply moved by the powerful performances. In
retrospect, | am glad | did not waste my money attending any other productions.

On a much deeper, and more important level, the production was a reflection of the integrity of Overnewton
Anglican Community College itself. One can only imagine that there may have been some opposition to a
production that deals with such a “controversial” topic. | congratulate you and your staff for having the moral fibre to
allow the production to go ahead. We are all the better for it.

and respected and this musical and the manner in which the large cast presented it is a testament to this value. |
was delighted that a member of the wider community acknowledged this in the letter above.

As a College, we encourage students to step out of their comfort zones through a diversity of curricular and co-
curricular activities. Students are enabled to try new experiences and, possibly, discover new things about
themselves or use and develop skills in a way that they have not done so before. This year, the number of students
who joined the musical having not performed in a school production previously delighted us. Participating in a show
where excellence was promoted and achieved in every aspect of the production meant that all members of the cast
and crew experienced first hand the outcomes of hard work, persistence, commitment and teamwork. The following
guote is an excerpt of the writing of one such student and, it too, beautifully encapsulates what can be achieved
when one tries something new:

I'd just like to give everyone a very big thank you for introducing to me the amazing environment within the OACC
musical family, from the youngest Year 7s to the oldest Year 12s, and the staff of course! To be honest, there's a
certain stigma that comes with the mention of musicals, and for so very long, I'd agreed with the notion that singing,
dancing and acting was for a very particular group of people! Never could | have been so wrong! My experiences
have been far better than | could have imagined, and the people I've met along the way have made it so much
better! As a reluctant starter, never would | have thought that I'd be as upset as | am now that it is all over. If not for
the constant encouragement of certain individuals, | would not have had the opportunity to have been a part of such
an amazing opportunity. | thank each and every one of you from the bottom of my heart, nothing will ever take away
the memories | have of this week and the last eight months!!

My congratulations to the cast, crew, musicians and staff for providing us all with a great moment in Overnewton’s
performing arts history. In particular, | would like to congratulate the many Year 12 students who took to the stage
as leads and cast members setting a wonderful example for the younger cast members about performance
commitment and how this can be occur alongside continued academic commitment; achieving excellence in both
areas.

Chibobo News

Helping the Chibobo youth

In June, our orphanage director, Staivous, informed us of a new initiative they were developing in the community of
Chibobo. Chibobo, like many areas of Zambia, has a high level of unemployment, and most are subsistence
farmers. There has been a concern in the community that, with time on their hands, the youth were unproductive,
lacking a purpose and turning to drinking, drugs and theft.

A community meeting was held and the youth asked for support in starting a football and netball association. The
container of supplies we had sent over for the High School contained many surplus and superseded Overnewton
sports and ACS uniforms. These uniforms kitted out over 20 teams for the new competition.

In the short time that the association has been active, the community elders have noticed a significant change. The
teams train a couple of times per week and compete on Saturdays. The matches are keenly contested and draw
quite a crowd. | was fortunate on my recent visit to attend a couple of matches, and our team purchased soccer and
netballs, whistles and pumps for them to use. These were warmly received.

The second initiative is the development of a training centre for the youth to learn skills in agriculture, animal
husbandry, tailoring and life skills. This will occur at our premises in Chibobo. More about the training centre’s
development in next week’s Chibobo News.

New Bus Routes.

A number of families have expressed concerns regarding new local bus routes and timetables. | have been advised
that the Kastoria route 476 bus in the afternoon travelling towards Moonee Ponds will resume stopping at the
Overnewton Road bus stop at 3.30pm and 3.50pm. This means that students are not required to walk to the bus
stop on the Old Calder Highway near the Overnewton Gatehouse. Unfortunately the reduced services mean that
more students need to catch the 3.50pm bus than in the past and we will be working with the Public Transport
Authority to investigate options. This also applies with respect to the afternoon bus to Hillside, where the new route
requires some students living on the southern side of the Melton Highway to cross the highway without the
availability of pedestrian crossings. The Head of Taylors Lakes Campus, Mr Alessandrini, has included further
information about the new timetables.

Sports Court Development.

This development is nearing completion with the sub-base being finished off and the artificial turf surface soon to be
installed.We look forward to being able to use the courts later in August.
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
