Parties

At any stage of the year, there will be students having parties and other social events at home or at venues in the
local community. Generally these are great fun and are effective in strengthening friendships within peer groups
and the relationship between parents and their children. From time to time, stories emerge of uninvited guests,
damage to homes, and incidents related to the use of alcohol or recreational drugs. Some terrible tragedies have
also occurred on the roads where teenagers have been killed on their way home late at night.

Whilst most social events for Junior School students tend to be shorter and more structured, this changes for older
students. Parents face more difficult decisions as the level of sophistication of parties develops through the
adolescent years. They may find a few of the following points helpful when planning for a birthday party or similar
occasion:

* Be involved in the planning phase and make sure that there are a set number of guests and invitations that
clearly show the start and finish times of the event.

* Make sure each invitation has the name of the person, so that extra copies are not distributed beyond the
intended list.

* Include RSVP details and invite parents of guests to call you to discuss the nature of the party. It is useful to
have a contact number for the parents of guests as well.

* |tis important that all invitees are known to the host student. To reduce the attendance of any gatecrashers, do
not advertise the party by putting up signs or balloons outside the house and try to have only one entrance
available to visitors when they arrive.

* Make sure there are plenty of adults actively present. It is unwise to have a large party without the support of a
number of other adults to help. Indeed, this often enables the host parents to feel much more relaxed about the
evening. An adult should be on hand to greet guests at the door, as this gives visitors a sense of structure about
the evening.

* Provide a place for visitors to store valuables.

e Even for 18th birthday parties, a number of guests will be underage and parents need to consider their
responsibilities about the supply of alcohol.

* Guests should never be allowed to bring their own drinks, as these may include spirits with high alcohol content.

* The College does not condone provision of alcohol to those under the age of eighteen. If, as hosts, you decide
to provide alcohol, then it imperative that parents of guests are made aware of this and provide written consent.
An adult should always control this and have some process in place to prevent guests from drinking to excess.
There should be plenty of non-alcoholic drinks and plenty of food. The hosts should stop serving alcohol 20-30
minutes before the party ends.

* Plan for appropriate activities, such as plenty of music and dancing, or a significant meal, so that these become
the focus of attention of the guests. If the visitors enjoy these aspects of the party, they will be less concerned
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by restrictions about smoking or drinking.

* Guests must be discouraged from leaving and returning to the party without good reason, and they should not
leave early unless you are certain that they have been picked up by an adult.

* There should not be a general sleepover allowed for large groups of visitors.

* Be aware of how the visitors will be making their way home and take steps to avoid groups of people wandering
about in the street.

* Parents of guests should make clear arrangements for collecting their children.

* The local police and councils can provide party Kits on request, provide further guidance on the management of
parties and outline the legal liabilities and duty of care of the host family to guests who are under 18. It is worth
notifying the police when you are having a party, as they are always happy to provide support to hosts who are
endeavouring to have a well organised, enjoyable function.

In many respects, the community nature of Overnewton means that families tend to know each other better and are
therefore able to liaise more effectively to enable successful parties and other social events. Nonetheless, host
families need to consider the age and maturity of the guests that are under their care when deciding on the nature
of the social event that they are organising.

Chibobo News

Death of the Chief of the Chibobo Area

It was very sad earlier this week to receive the news that Senior Chief Muchinda, from the area that incorporates
Chibobo, had been killed in his palace. He was enthroned only last May and the St.Mary’s team had met Chief
Muchinda during their visit in 2016. He was a godly man who wanted to address the issues that were confronting
his, and other, Zambian communities — particularly early marriages and the impact of alcohol. During my February
visit, we were able to take around 55 Bibles for Chief Muchinda to distribute to people in the Chibobo area, and
funds had been provided by St.Mary’s to purchase additional English and Bemba language Bibles.

The death of Senior Chief Muchinda will have impacted greatly on the local community. The tribal leaders in
Zambia are highly respected and yield considerable influence, and to kill such a person is unheard of and highly
taboo. Please pray for the Chief’s family, especially his wife, the Queen, who was also seriously injured in the
attack, and for peace to reign in the area. Staivous has also asked for prayers for peace for the country of Zambia,
which is suffering from severe economic hardship and escalating tensions because of these circumstances.

At this stage we will wait to hear from Staivous if these events will have any impact on the Overnewton visit this
year. We are always looked after well during our time at Chibobo and the people are very peace-loving. There is
not a history of violence in the community and | do not feel concerned. The Chief’s residence was not in the
immediate Chibobo area.

Junior School Parent Information Evening: Teaching and Learning to Read

The College theme, A community of learners embracing the future was brought to life in our Junior Schools at our
Parent Information Evening last Thursday 4th May. As part of our College learning community, parents participated
in a learning experience that enhanced their understanding of how reading is taught in Junior School.

The teaching and learning of reading was the focus of the evening. Parents were presented with the idea that
learning to read involves much more than just being able to say the words. Understanding what those words mean
and in fact, comprehension of the message, is the key purpose of reading.

To illustrate this important idea, parents attempted and successfully read a medical radiology report. Needless to
say, comprehension of the technical terms presented quite a challenge for all except those in the medical field. The
importance of comprehension and the fact that young readers can sometimes read the words accurately, fluently
and expressively, without actually understanding what they are reading, led to an explanation about the two
aspects of teaching and learning to read.

Parents learned that decoding is one aspect of learning to read and that it involves learning the skills and strategies
required to read the words on the page. To be able to decode effectively, students need to learn the letters, the
sound/letter relationships, how letters are combined to form written words, and how words are combined to make
sentences. The other equally important aspect of learning to read is making meaning and comprehending the
message. Comprehension is a complex process, which involves the reader applying their knowledge, experience
and their thinking. When readers interact and engage with a text they are constantly thinking and constructing
meaning.

The Junior School reading program is focused on explicitly teaching decoding skills alongside a specific set of
comprehension skills and strategies. At the younger year levels, the mastery of decoding skills is the focus,
however comprehension is always at the core of reading experiences. As decoding becomes more easily applied,
comprehension becomes a deeper focus.

A range of research based comprehension strategies are explicitly and sequentially taught to all students from Prep
to Year 4. Teachers select appropriate texts and explicitly model the use of the following strategies:

* Making connections - readers draw from background knowledge and personal experience to help create
meaning.

® Questioning - readers ask themselves both literal and inferential questions before, during and after reading to
clarify and deepen understanding.

* Visualisation - readers create images in the ‘minds eye’ to help make sense of the text.
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* Inference - readers go beyond what is stated in the text, they hypothesise predict and look for meaning clues
that are not written in the words.

* Analysing - readers use aspects of the structure of the text and the authors choice of words and illustrations, to
draw conclusions and deepen understanding.

e Summarising - readers sift through the information in the text to select and remember the important ideas.

® Synthesising -.readers use their prior knowledge and the new information from the text to create new
understandings.

* Prediction / prior knowledge - readers anticipate what a text may be about using information from the text and
their prior knowledge.

Following the presentation of this background information, parents were invited to assume the role of a student and
participate in a first-hand experience of a comprehension conversation. Teachers selected various fiction texts and
prepared a variety of questions, aimed at eliciting a range of comprehension strategies. Parents' responses to the
questions were then discussed and analysed to assist them to understand how comprehension is carefully and
intentionally assessed. This workshop experience enabled parents to interact, ask questions and learn about the
types of comprehension questions that will best support their child’s learning at home.

We wish to thank parents for their enthusiastic participation and positive feedback about the quality and relevance
of the information presented and the structure of the evening. Parents who were unable to attend can obtain a copy
of the information handout from the Junior School Administration.
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Year 3 NAPLAN

This term, Year 3 students have been prepared to sit the Australia-wide NAPLAN tests. It is important that they feel
comfortable and confident in their abilities when approaching this new challenge. This week, tests were completed
in the areas of Reading, Writing, Mathematics and Language Conventions (grammar and spelling).

In the lead up to the NAPLAN tests, the students were taught to how to work in test conditions, as this was new to
everyone. During a lesson ‘ba bow! was often heard, as students identified an answer that they knew to be wrong.
This strategy was used to help in eliminating wrong answers in multiple-choice questions.

Prior to the writing test, students were taught how to use a persuasive planner and narrative planner to support
their writing. Persuasive writing included an introduction, three main ideas with supporting evidence, and a
conclusion. Narratives built on previous knowledge, to include a description of a setting, main character, three ways
to try to solve the problem, and a conclusion. Writing practise gave the students a chance to hone their skills,
focusing on a variety of grammar, such as the correct use of talking marks, the use of adjectives and persuasive
devices, to improve a piece of work.

The writing prompt is unknown before the writing test and it could be a narrative or persuasive writing prompt,

therefore, making preparation for both important.

Working within time limits during practise sessions was also something new for Year 3 students. With adequate test
preparation, the Year 3 teachers have found that the NAPLAN days come with less surprises, therefore students
have less to be concerned about. We continue to be proud of how they take this new learning in their stride.

This experience highlighted students' strengths and fluency in speaking
Indonesian, and also showed students' ability to learn new words and phrases successfully in a competitive
environment.
